At Grove Park, we believe every child deserves a creative, inclusive, and ambitious education. We encourage curiosity, teamwork, and resilience, ensuring all children are ready for their next learning steps.
🏫 What Inclusion Means
Inclusion means every child feels respected, valued, and supported—no matter their needs or background. We work hard to make sure all children can access learning and thrive socially, emotionally, and academically.
📘 What is SEND?
SEND stands for Special Educational Needs and Disabilities. A child may have SEND if they need extra help to learn or access school life due to a learning difficulty or disability.
🤝 How We Support Children
We use a graduated approach:
Assess your child’s needs
Plan support
Do the agreed actions
Review progress regularly
Support may include:
Adapted teaching methods
Visual aids and sensory tools
Extra reading or math help
Emotional support groups
Speech and language therapy

👥 Who’s Who
SENCO: Amanda Harling – leads SEND provision and supports staff and families.
Headteacher: Works with the SENCO to ensure high-quality support.
Teachers: Responsible for every child’s progress, including those with SEND.
SEND Governor: Oversees SEND provision at a strategic level.
📝 Admissions & Accessibility
We welcome all children and make reasonable adjustments to ensure they can fully participate in school life. Our policies follow the Equality Act 2010.
📈 Monitoring Progress
We regularly check how well your child is doing through:
Teacher assessments
ILP reviews (at least 3 times a year)
Parent meetings
Feedback from children
❓ Concerns or Complaints
If you’re worried about your child’s progress or support:
Speak to their teacher or the SENCO
We’ll meet with you to understand your concerns
Together, we’ll agree on next steps
If needed, we’ll add your child to the SEND register and create an ILP
Formal complaints can be made through the school office. More details are in our Complaints Policy.

📌 Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs)
What is SEND?
SEND stands for Special Educational Needs and Disabilities. It refers to children who need extra support due to learning difficulties or disabilities.
How do I know if my child has SEND?
Teachers regularly assess progress. If your child is not making expected progress or has specific needs, the school will discuss this with you.
What support will my child receive?
Support may include adapted teaching, visual aids, extra help with reading or math, emotional support, or speech and language therapy.
Will I be involved in decisions about my child’s support?
Absolutely! You’ll be invited to meetings, discuss Individual Learning Plans (ILPs), and share your views regularly.
What is an ILP?
An Individual Learning Plan outlines your child’s support and learning targets. It’s reviewed at least three times a year.
What if my child needs more help than the school can provide?
The school may request an Education, Health and Care (EHC) plan from the local authority for additional support.
Who should I talk to if I have concerns?
Start with your child’s teacher or contact the SENCO, Amanda Harling, via the school office.
Can my child’s voice be heard?
Yes! Children can share their views through drawings, videos, surveys, or by attending meetings.
Will my child be treated fairly?
Yes. Grove Park follows the Equality Act 2010 and makes reasonable adjustments to ensure inclusion.
How often will my child’s progress be reviewed?
Progress is reviewed regularly through assessments, ILP reviews, and meetings with parents.
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
