PSHE and RSE Curriculum
Purpose & Approach
Our PSHE and RSE curriculum supports pupils to understand themselves and others, build positive relationships and make informed choices that promote wellbeing. Using Kapow Primary, the curriculum develops empathy, self-awareness and resilience, while equipping pupils with the knowledge and skills needed to stay safe and navigate an increasingly complex world. Teaching is structured, inclusive and age-appropriate, enabling staff to deliver sensitive topics with confidence and ensuring all pupils can participate. 
The curriculum is organised around the five key areas, revisited across all year groups to ensure clear progression: family and relationships, health and wellbeing, safety and the changing body, citizenship and economic wellbeing.
Curriculum Structure
Early Years
PSHE begins in EYFS through links to communication and language, understanding the world and personal, social and emotional development. Children learn about feelings, friendships and routines, supporting a smooth transition into KS1 and building confidence and independence from the outset.

Key Stage 1 and 2
The curriculum follows a spiral model, with 5 key themes revisited in increasing depth and maturity, allowing pupils to build on prior learning and make meaningful connections over time. 
In Year 6, an additional focus on Identity supports pupils’ transition to secondary school.
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
