Links Across Year Groups
The curriculum is designed as a spiral curriculum, meaning each time a concept, religion or worldview is revisited, it is examined with greater complexity and in different contexts. Progression within units and between year groups includes:
· studying teachings, beliefs, practices, experiences in more detail;
· moving from local to national to global contexts;
· identifying and discussing diversity within and between religions and worldviews;
· grappling with increasingly complex and sometimes controversial ideas (including through our big questions).


Cross Curricular Examples
An integrated/cross-curricular approach strengthens understanding across subjects:
· PSHE – e.g. Year 1 why we should care for the world, Year 3 where do morals come from, Year 4 anti-bullying
· British Values – e.g. Year 5 why should people stand up for what they believe in (Individual Liberty). Lessons promote British values (democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty, mutual respect and tolerance) by incorporating activities that encourage debate, respect for differing opinions and an understanding of societal structures.
· Art – Spirited Arts project run by NATRE
· Computing – online research tasks, multimedia resources and interactive activities (online tours of places of worship).

Assessment
Assessment is embedded throughout lessons through questioning, observation, discussion, retrieval activities (including knowledge organisers) and short reflections. Knowledge checkers and quizzes support teachers in monitoring understanding and progression.
By the end of primary school, children are respectful, informed and thoughtful individuals who can engage confidently with a diverse range of beliefs and worldviews and contribute positively to a pluralistic society.

Curriculum Structure
Early Years
Children are introduced to religion and worldviews through familiar, relatable contexts, including learning about faith through other children and families. This approach supports early understanding of belonging, celebration and difference, aligned with EYFS statutory guidance.

Key Stage 1 and 2
In KS1, oracy, questioning and storytelling help pupils transition from informal to more formal subject-based learning. In KS1 and KS2 overarching ‘big questions’ are revisited across year groups, supporting depth, retrieval and progression. Children explore and consider lived experience, diversity within belief systems and how beliefs influence lives, communities and societies.

Cultural Capital
